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Food safety refers to the absence
of undesirable physical (such as
sands, dust, dead insect residues,
hair), biological (bacteria, fungi), and
chemical (heavy metals, toxins, and
pesticides) elements in food products.
According to food product standards,
any presence of physical or biological
contaminants in food is unacceptable,
and such products are removed from
the supply chain. This means that any
physical and microbial contamination
in food must be entirely absent. The
harmful effects of consuming food
contaminated with these two types
of contaminants appear immediately
and rapidly. However, when it comes
to chemical substances, particularly
pesticides, the Canadian Food
Inspection  Agency (CFIA), which
oversees food safety in Canada, follows
the Codex standards set by the Food
and Agriculture Organization (FAO) of
the United Nations. This standard is
known as the Maximum Residue Level
(MRL), which permits a certain amount
of pesticide residue in agricultural
products.

According to this standard, a small
but continuous intake of pesticides—
classified as biocides—can enter the
human body. The concerning aspect
is that while physical and microbial
contamination issues are short-term
and treatable, consuming food
contaminated with chemical biocides
can lead to severe acute and chronic
diseases in both the short and long
term. The most significant of these is
cancer, which can ultimately be fatal.
Statistics indicate that nearly half of
Canadians experience some form of
cancer. Research in Canada shows that
the risk of developing cancer increases

with age. While health organizations
have not explicitly identified the reason
for this trend, one possible cause
could be the long-term accumulation
of pesticide residues in the body
through food consumption. Since MRL
standards are seemingly set based
on healthy individuals, they may not
account for the fact that older adults,
who often rely on various medications,
could experience harmful interactions
between these medicine and chemical
residues in their food. This raises
concerns about the potential role of
pesticide-contaminated foodin causing
cancer and other chronic diseases.
This issue is particularly significant
for cultures such as lIranians, who
traditionally consume a high amount of
fresh herbs and produce.

The Canadian Food Inspection Agency
randomly samples imported products
at entry points and permits their import
onlyiftheymeetthe MRLstandards.
However, this standard represents §
the minimum quality threshold, as
most of these products still contain
some level of pesticides. As a result,’
consumers are continuously exposed:
to these hazardous substances in their
daily meals.

Given this situation, one way to reduce
exposure to such chemicals is to local
food from small farmers. Consumers
can identify nearby small farms and
monitor their production methods to
obtain safer food throughout the year.
Fortunately, the establishment of small
vegetables and fruits farms in Canada is
awidely recognized practice supported
by the government, producers, and
consumers alike.
